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60% of  beauty professionals said that the business is not affected by crisis

· 7 of 10 businessmen of the sector ensures that the average costumer’s ticket had not fallen in 2008 
· 77% believe that 2009 will be equal or better than last year, while only 23% expected to be worse

· While 36% have already reduced costs, 62% believe they  will have to do it in the future

Barcelona, February 5th, 2009.-  The industry of beauty does not seem to be one of the most affected by the economic crisis so far. This fact comes away from the “Cosmobelleza Barometer 2009: The sector situation in the field of beauty to the crisis ” This study was conducted among entrepreneurs of hairdressing, cosmetics and wellness by Cosmobelleza ,the largest group of professional communications beauty in Spain, to celebrate the International Trade Show Cosmobelleza & Wellness in Barcelona from February 7-to 9, 2009.
 60% of those polled declare that, until now, his business was not affected by the difficult economic situation facing the country, while 40% have already suffered the consequences of the crisis. Moreover, the prospects are not as pessimistic as in other sectors and that 61% believe that 2009 will be a year better than the previous "for your company, 16% believe that "equal" and only 23% ensures that this year will be "worse than the previous". According to Jordi Julve, General Manager to Grupo Cosmobelleza "the beauty industry has noticed during this crisis unless the first stage than other sectors and that has allowed it to have more reaction time and also adjust the size of their business."

Regarding the number of customers who registered last year, 53% of businessmen assure in the sector that no connection had dropped to 2007, while 47% acknowledged that there had been any decline in its number of customers.

One of the most significant data to explain the reason for this is that the average ticket price for this type of business has not fallen during 2008. A 70% of respondents by Cosmobelleza guarantee it, while only 30% said that their clients have reduced their expenses to go to establishments that offer beauty services such as hairdressing, beauty centers, spas, etc.


For Jordi Julve, “although prices for the services of such businesses have not fallen, it is also true that in many cases the frequency of attendance at such kind of salons has dropped slightly”.

Specifically, the last quarter of the last year, was valued by 40% from the industry professionals as "good or very good”, while 11% considered to have been "regular" and 49% was defined as a quarter "bad or very bad”. 
Concerning the need to reduce costs in your business, only 36% have considered up to now, while 62% think they have to do very likely  in the future.
